Churches of Nicaragua (CEPAD) is building more water filters through- | g
out Nicaragua. So far this year, Aqua Clara has installed 450 filters with a
goal of 900 filters for the entire year. Since beginning the project in 2008, e
more than 1200 filters have been installed.

In June, Aqua Clara (AC) will build 100 filters in Leon and 140 filters in
Matagalpa. AC Nicaragua has collected data on the Edgewood installed
filters in Nueva Guinea. After three months of using the filters, the cases of diarrhea decreased by 30
percent. AC is working with CEPAD and other organizations to develop local businesses to sell and
service water filters. In Nueva Guinea, AC is working with a local pastor to set up a micro-enterprise
to spread the technology throughout the region.

Aqua Clara International has established a solid foundation for the home-based point of use filters and
those efforts are proceeding well. Aqua Clara has begun to deal with the need to generate substantial
increases in the volumes of cheap, clean water available to communities and particularly groups of
children at a cost comparable to that of the family filter.

ing, AC has found that cleaner water can also be generated cheaply. Further, this mix of technolo-

gies lends itself to developing a range of products whose performances effectively deal with both

surface water and ground water sources. In this work, the resulting costs per liter of water gener-

ated approaches that of family units while at the same time the water quality and output volume

are substantially improved.

However, these new units for water purification no longer lend themselves to placement with sin-
gle families. A more organized management and maintenance of the water purification equipment
is required. So, at this stage, AC has begun to seek out capable organizations who deal with vary-
ing ages of youngsters. Thus, medium sized schools, orphanages and field medical clinics become
the points of clean water generation and subsequent distribution.
